F. STUDENT UNIFORM DRESS CODE 2007-2008

Our Lady of Perpetual Help School believes that performance in school is improved by setting and enforcing standards of dress that reflect pride in one's self and in our school. Therefore, Our Lady of Perpetual Help has instituted a school uniform policy that requires students to wear the approved uniform. It is important that parents and students take responsibility for following the approved guidelines. Teaching our students to pay attention to appearance teaches independence, confidence, and responsibility and fosters respect.

Students who are not in compliance with the spirit and intent of the uniform dress code, as determined by the school administration, will have the option of calling his/her parents/guardian to bring in needed uniform items or borrowing suitable items from the school clothing closet, if available. Borrowed items are to be signed out in the school office and returned to the office, laundered, as soon as possible.

If non-compliance of the uniform dress code is continuous, the student will go before the Uniform Committee who will assign appropriate consequences.

All uniform items should be marked appropriately with the student’s name.  OLPH School is not responsible for misplaced items.

General Uniform Guidelines

Many articles of clothing are available in various colors and styles with the OLPH logo. However, only clothing specified in the Student Uniform Dress Code is considered acceptable wear. 

Personal Appearance: 
Hair must be neat and well groomed. Boy’s hair will not be longer than the eyebrows nor below the collar of the shirt. Bizarre cuts, unnatural colors, or designs on the head are not allowed. No hats are to be worn inside. Tattoos are not allowed.

Shirts and blouses will be tucked in at all times. Rolling of skirts and/or blouses is not permitted. T-Shirts are to be plain white with no logos, graphics or artwork. Long sleeve T-Shirts are not to be worn under short sleeve shirts.

BOYS:

Pants:
Navy Blue, non-faded pants for K-6th grade.  Khaki pants with OLPH logo above right rear pocket for 7th and 8th grade. All pockets on pants and shorts should have internal pockets only; no cargo pants.
Shorts:
Navy Blue, non-faded shorts for K-6th grade. Khaki shorts with OLPH logo above right rear pocket for 7th and 8th grade. Shorts should not be shorter than two inches above the knee.  Shorts may be worn from May through October, weather permitting.  
Belts:  

Black, or brown belts must be worn.

Shirts:

Light blue oxford with button-down collar—long or short sleeves are permissible. Only 



the collar button may be left unbuttoned. Undershirts are to be all white with no 



advertisements or logos.  K-6th graders have the option of wearing white polos with 


the OLPH logo, while the 7th & 8th graders may wear navy polos with the OLPH logo. 


A plain white turtleneck may be worn under the sweatshirt. 

Socks:  

Navy blue, black, or white. Socks are to be worn above the ankle; no short sport socks, 


socks with logos, 
or” fad” socks.
Shoes:
Dark brown, black, or navy blue leather loafer or lace-up dress shoe with less than one inch heel.  The top of the shoe must be below the ankle.  All white tennis shoes may be worn.
Jewelry:
Jewelry may be worn as long as it is school appropriate and not a distraction in classes.  


No pierced jewelry.

Other:

Navy blue sweaters, sweatshirts, and vests (cloth or fleece) with the OLPH logo may be 


worn in classrooms.  Jackets and other unapproved outerwear may not be worn in 


classrooms.
P.E. Uniform: 
Non marking tennis shoes.  3rd-8th graders are to wear the OLPH authorized navy blue 


mesh shorts and athletic T-shirts.  Navy blue OLPH sweatshirt and/or plain navy sweat 


pants may be worn at the discretion of the P.E. teacher. No jewelry should be worn due to 

safety reasons. Each student should have his/her own uniform—sharing is not permitted.
OLPH team athletic apparel may be worn on approved days of team competitions.  Sleeveless sports apparel must be worn over the OLPH authorized shirt. 
GIRLS:

Jumpers:
OLPH plaid jumpers are to be worn by K-4th grade. The length should be no shorter 


than one inch above the knee, and it is suggested that boxer or athletic shorts be worn 


under them.
Skirts:

OLPH plaid skirts are to be worn by 5th through 8th grade. The length should be no 


shorter than one inch above the knee, and it is suggested that boxer or athletic shorts be 


worn under them.
Pants:

Navy blue, non-faded for K-6th grade and khaki with OLPH logo above the right rear 


pocket for 7th & 8th grade. All pockets on pants and shorts should be internal pockets 


only; no cargo pants.
Shorts:
Navy Blue, non-faded shorts for K-6th grade. Khaki shorts with OLPH logo above right rear pocket for 7th and 8th grade. Shorts should not be shorter than two inches above the knee.  Shorts may be worn from May through October, weather permitting.
Skorts: 

Navy blue flat front skort (style #104 from Educational Outfitters) may be worn as 


an option to the shorts for K-4th.  
Belts:

Black, or brown.
Blouses:

White blouse with Peter Pan collar or plain white turtleneck should be worn under the 


jumper. 
White oxford button-down collar blouses may be worn with skirts, pants, or 


shorts. Only the collar button may be unbuttoned and only white undergarments are worn
 

under all uniform blouses/shirts. The K-6th graders have the option to wear white polos 


(long or 
short sleeve) with the OLPH logo with pants or shorts.  The 7th & 8th graders 


may wear the navy polos (long or short sleeve) with the OLPH logo with skirts, pants, or 


shorts. A plain white turtleneck may be worn under the sweatshirt. 
Socks:
Navy blue or white. Socks are to be worn above the ankle.  No short sport socks, socks with logos, or “fad” socks. White or navy blue knee socks and tights are permissible.

Shoes:
Black or Navy Mary Jane style shoes for K-3rd. Dark brown, black, or navy blue leather loafer or lace-up dress shoe with less than one inch heel and the top of the shoe fitting below the ankle for 4th-8th grade.  All white tennis shoes may be worn by K-8th.
Jewelry:
Jewelry may be worn as long as it is school appropriate and not a distraction in class.  


The only pierced jewelry allowed is earrings.
Make-Up:
Only moderate use of make-up is allowed for the 7th & 8th graders.  Pastel colors should 


be used.  Clear or pastel nail polish may be used.  The appropriateness of the make-up 


will be determined by the school administration.
P.E. Uniform:  
Non marking tennis shoes.  3rd-8th graders are to wear the OLPH authorized navy blue 


mesh shorts and athletic T-shirts.  Navy blue OLPH sweatshirt and/or plain navy sweat 


pants may be worn at the discretion of the P.E. teacher. No jewelry should be worn due to 

safety reasons. Each student should have his/her own
uniform—sharing is not permitted.
OLPH team athletic apparel may be worn on approved days of team competitions.  Sleeveless sports apparel must be worn over the OLPH authorized shirt.

Out of Uniform:
Throughout the year, certain days will be designated as out-of-uniform days. 
The following items are appropriate dress for these occasions:


Allowed: Sunday clothes, dresses or skirts of appropriate length (uniform length), dress pants, 
jeans, sweat suits, uniform length shorts (May through October, weather permitting).

Not Allowed: Clothing with offensive or inappropriate language or pictures, spaghetti straps or 
bare-shoulder dresses, fatigues, halter tops, tank tops, muscle shirts, cut off shorts, miniskirts, 
sweatpants, unless part of a sweat suit, open toe or open heal shoes. Uniform dress is always 
appropriate.
